Science centers/museums may create their own
local reciprocal free-admission program. ASTC does not require or participate in these agreements, or dictate their terms.

2. Based on residence: To receive Travel Passport Program benefits, you must live more than 90 miles away from the center/museum you wish to visit. Admissions staff
reserve the right to request proof of residence for benefits to apply. Science centers and museums requesting proof of residence are marked by ( IDs).
